Carstensen was born in 1607, according to a deposition made by him before the orphan-
masters, May 11, 1657.—Min. of Orph.

Jorissen bought part of his bouwery at Newtown from Carstensen.—Cal. Hist. MSS.,
Dutch, 19, 26, 378.
